How to read an e-asTTle Individual Learning Pathways Report
e-asTTle is a style of testing where students complete a Mathematics and Literacy test online. All Year Nine and Ten students have sat these tests. The information that has been collected from these tests will help to set goals with students, direct teaching in the classroom, and give students more ownership over their own achievement. Questions have different points weightings dependent on their level of difficulty; so the harder a question is, the more points the student will get for answering it. Students are able to access these reports at home in the same way that they access the tests that they have sat at school.
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Red: These are questions that we expected the student to get right but they got wrong. Their independent study time (ie homework) should focus on these areas.





Blue: These are questions that we expected the student to get wrong. It is these areas of study that our teaching will be focused on for next year.





Yellow: These were questions that we expected the student to get wrong because they were set harder than what the student could manage. Correct answers indicate that this is an area of strength.





Green: These are questions that we expected the student to get right and they did.





The blue line indicates the New Zealand average; the red circle indicates where the student sits in relation to this average





The level of the student is the most important indicator. These are related to the New Zealand Curriculum Levels One to Eight. Level One is the lowest and at Primary School and Level Eight represents the highest level of achievement and is Year 13 level. By the end of Year 10, Students should aim to be at Level Six in order to achieve NCEA Level One.





These levels are further refined by B (Basic), P (Proficient) and A (Advanced). B represents the bottom level of achievement in a curriculum level, P, the middle and A, the top end of achievement.





Often the same achievement statement will appear in several of the coloured boxes. This is directly related to questions that have been answered either correctly or incorrectly. For a better idea of the trends, students should look to statements that three or more questions beside them; questions are represented by the numbers in the boxes beside the achievement statements.


Where no data is recorded (this is symbolised by a -); this means that the student answered no questions on this curriculum strand, got all the questions wrong or did not attempt the questions.


New Zealand averages are actually significantly lower than the expected curriculum levels of achievement. This is because this test has only been used on a few thousand students thus far. Curriculum levels are aspirational; they are something to aim for and not necessarily achieve at each year level.
